	RULES
	

	1. Classroom behavior 
	Behave in an academic fashion. Use academic language. Talk to Mr. Jackson in private if a problem occurs.  Always be respectful. Failure to follow basic components of PRIDE (Perserverance, Respect Integrity, Dedication, and Excellence) will result in ACP/Detention. Refer to student planner for detailed PRIDE rules. Just BE COOL and we’ll all be okay. ( 

	2. Materials 
	Bring materials DAILY.  Please refer to materials list handout.

	3. Gum, drinks, food in class 
	No food. Only water. If you are chewing gum in class, you will receive a detention.

	 4.  Trash 
	All paper trash is to be put in the designated trash containers either on your desk or in the big trash cans in the front of the room. All other trash is to be put into normal class baskets.

	PROCEDURES
	

	1. Classwork/Homework 
	Assigned daily (typically).
Have it ready and taped in BEFORE stepping foot inside the room.

Home/Class work is checked at the start of class. 
Stamp = Full credit  typically worth 5 or 10 points (unless noted otherwise)
No stamp = 0 credit    Not taped in = 0 credit

	2. Beginning of class 
	1. Pass down SNB opened up to last night’s  homework/assignment  and to the front of the row if not checked at door. 

2. Immediately begin DSJ (min. 5 sentences/periods highlighted)

3. Be ready to share and review DSJ questions

4. Be ready to review/discuss assignment/homework from previous day.

	3. End of class 
	 Clean up:  No Lab Day; 5 min before bell

                  Lab Day, 10 min before bell-clean up

 DSR: Reflection of what was learned in the lesson/unit—minimum of 3 sentences, all periods must be highlighted, will be checked at end of period.

	4. Absences 
	1. All missing papers can be picked up in the trays at the front of the class.

2.  It is the student’s responsibility to obtain the work on days they are absent.

If you know you are going out of town and need work in advance, please be considerate. Don’t ask for a week’s worth of work with half a day’s notice. Not cool. If this happens, you will get the work upon your return.

	5. Make-up and Late work

	1.  Classwork, homework, tests/quizzes, and labs must all be made up within a timely fashion.
If you were absent for a day, I will give you a day to make the work up, etc.

2.  Copy notes from classmate or teacher’s SNB with permission.

*Unexcused latework will be docked 10%

	6. Grades 
	1. Science Notebook score totals will be done at the end of each section of study (1-2 weeks).
2. Cumulative grades will be based on the SNB, assessments, and projects.

	10. ZAP (Zeros Aren’t Permitted) 
	 Students with unfinished work will be assigned to ZAP at their lunch period. They will stay in ZAP until they clear their assignments with Mr. Jackson. Failure to attend ZAP will result in detention.

	11.  Bathroom breaks 
	1. Use common sense. Go during passing period. Check in with teacher first. If you need to go, you will be allowed to do so. 
2. Try not to ask to go at the beginning or end of the period.
